The Taylor-Brawner House
The Taylor House was a part of an area of Smyrna 
known as Bowie woods. It consisted of three hundred 
and fifty acres that extended from the W & A Railroad 
on Smyrna’s east side to what is now South Cobb 
Drive at Ridgeview Institute. Parts of the acreage 
were sold, becoming Brawner Sanitarium and Pat 
Crowe’s Creatwood Dairy Farm.
The historical significance for Smyrna is that it was at 
the Taylor House that the first jonquil bulbs were 
planted. This earned Smyrna the recognition as being 
the “Jonquil City of the South”. Owners, Mr. and Mrs. 
S. A. Taylor planted a burlap bag of jonquil bulbs sent  
by their son from Spokane, Washington. The bulbs 
bloomed and multiplied and the Taylors shared the 
bulbs with their neighbors. Eventually, every spring, 
the town was covered in yellow blossoms.
The Taylors moved to Spokane, Washington in 1907. 
Dr. James Brawner bought eighty acres of the Taylor 
Farm and the four-room farmhouse for seven 
thousand dollars in 1909. The Brawner Sanitarium 
opened in 1910 as an alcohol, drug and mental health 
treatment center and operated until the 1990’s.
The city of Smyrna acquired what remained of the 
campus (thirteen acres) from Cobb Community 
Services Board in 2001. Their goal is to preserve the 
present day Brawner Campus for the enjoyment of 
the citizens of Smyrna.

Road, S.E., Smyrna, Georgia.
