These weren't just bars. They were the internet of their day — the one place where news,
debate, gossip, and grievance all flowed freely. Here are five taverns that helped build a nation.

THE GREEN DRAGON
Boston, Massachusetts - Est. 1654

The Sons of Liberty — Samuel Adams,
Paul Revere — met here in secret for
years. British spies called it "the Whig
Headquarters." The Boston Tea Party was
planned in this room in December 1773.
Three weeks later, 342 chests of British
tea hit the harbor.

CITY TAVERN
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania - Est. 1773

The unofficial clubhouse of the
Continental Congress. Adams, Jefferson,
Franklin, Hamilton, and Washington all
drank here while debating the future of
the nation. When delegates needed a
break from arguing about independence,
they walked two blocks to City Tavern.

FRAUNCES TAVERN
New York City - Est. 1762

On December 4th, 1783, with the war won,
General George Washington gathered his
officers in the Long Room. He raised a glass,
embraced each man one by one, and said
goodbye. Grown soldiers wept. The tavern still
stands on Pearl Street today — and still serves
food and drink.

RALEIGH TAVERN
Williamsburg, Virginia - Est. 1717

In 1769, the royal governor dissolved the
Virginia House of Burgesses for getting too
uppity. So the delegates — including Jefferson
and Washington — simply walked down the
street and reconvened at the Raleigh Tavern.
There, over drinks, they signed one of the first
boycotts of British goods.

228 years after the
Revolution, another
tavern opened its doors
with the same simple
idea: give aneighborhood
aplace to gather. No
revolution was plotted
here.
